Student Literacy Leaders Visit Cuddington Croft

On Wednesday 25Viay, eight student Glyn Literacy Leaders
went to Cuddington Croft Primary School to teach two
English literacy lessons to two Year 5 classes. The lesson
that we planned was focused on descriptive writing using
similes, metaphors and personification. We started the
lesson with a riddle, which the pupils very quickly guessed
correctly. For the first task, the pupils had to describe
a monster using the key techniques which we had taught
them before. They spent five minutes doing this and then
1§ the class gave themselves two stars and a wish, which
means they wrote two good things about their work and one
thing that they felt they could improve.

For the main task, the pupils had to describe a mystery and
what had happened in the three rooms (like Cluedo) using
their monster sheet to help them. Some students were very
keen to read out their description to their class. To finish the lesson, we did a literacy style riddle, which they all got
right...with some help!

We all really enjoyed our visit to Cuddington Croft. Thank you to Miss Picken for organising the trip and Mr Taylor for
driving the minibus.
